For example, the St. Kitts and Nevis
stamp, issued in 1903, showed Christopher Columbus looking through a telescope,
an instrument which was unknown in his day. On a German stamp, issued in 1956
in commemoration of the composer Schumann, the music printed on the stamp was
not written by Schumann. The people knowing music well saw this mistake at
once.

The city is famous for its historical monuments,
museums, art galleries and theatres. The Historical Museum, the Pushkin State Museum of Fine Arts, the
Tretyakov State Picture Gallery are world famous. Moscow is proud of the Bolshoy, Maly and Art
theatres. The Kremlin - the oldest historical and architectural centre - is the heart of Moscow. At first it
was a wooden fort. Under Dmitry Donskoy the Kremlin was built of white stone. During the reign of Ivan
111 the walls of white stone were replaced by redbrick walls and towers. The Tsar invited Italian architects
to construct the cathedrals. The Russian Tsars and Emperors were crowned in the Assumption Cathedral.
The Arch- angel Cathedral was the burial place of the Russian Princes and Tsars. The Annunciation
Cathedral is famous for the icons paint- ed by Andrew Rublev and his apprentices.

Ivan the Great Bell Tower is one of the most remarkable structures of the 16-th century. It
rises in the center of the Kremlin. On the stone pedestal at the foot of the Bell Tower stands the
Tsar-Bell - the largest bell in the world. Not far from it one can see the Tsar-Cannon.

One of the well-known Kremlin museums is the Armory Chamber. The famous golden cap of
Monomach, the first Russian imperial crown of Catherine Il, and many other precious historical items are
exhibited there.

AMERICAN ART

At the beginning of the twentieth century, when modernism was developing in Europe, American
Art was provinci However all the European nineteenth-century artistic trends in this or that way
penetrated the United States. The most popular American movement of the early twentieth century the
"Ash Can ", was a group of neo-realists. But at that time several American artists got acquainted with
European modernism during their trips to France and Germany. They re- turned home to develop the new
ideas in the United States. In 1908 at the Gallery "291" in New York two photographers began to show
works by Matisse, Picasso, new American paintings and sculptures, including works by Georgia
O'Keeffe.

Georgia O'Keeffe (1887-1986) was an original American painter. She was not connected
with any European movement. Throughout her long creative life, O'Keffe's took her imagery from
a variety of objects surrounding her, from the flowers to driftwood and animals' skulls. Her "'Blue
and Green Music", of 1919, is a masterpiece.

A number of gifted American artists turned after World War | to new forms of realism, focusing
on the banality of American urban and rural life. One of the best of the American scene painters was
Edward Hopper (1882-1967). He painted a bleak world made up of dirty streets, gloomy houses, comfort-
less rooms such as in the "Automate"”, of 1927.

A representative of the new American painting which matured in the late 1940s and early 1950s,
the commanding figure of the Abstract Expressionist movement was Jackson Pollock (1912-56). His
name is also associated with the introduction of the All-over style of painting which abandons the
traditional idea of composition. Pollock was strongly supported by advanced critics. By the 1960s Pollock
was generally recognized as the most important figure in the most significant movement of this century in
American painting.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated off the Northwest coast of
Europe. The UK consists of four parts. They are; England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The UK
lies on the British Isles.

London is the capital of the UK. It was founded by the Romans. The population of London is
over 8 million people.

US EDUCATION

Americans place a high value on education. Universal access to quality education has
been one of the nation's historic goals.

America's first college, Harvard was founded in 1636. In 1865 education was becoming
available to all. The peculiar feature of American education is the absence of national
administration. Each of the 50 states controls and directs its own schools. Most states require
that children attend schools from the time they reach six or seven years old until they are sixteen
or seventeen.

There is no uniform school organisation or curriculum throughout the nation. But
certain common features exist. Preschool education is part of the elementary schools.
Elementary and secondary schools consist of twelve years of classes which meet for about
ten months a year, five days a week and five hours a day. Almost every elementary school
curriculum includes English, mathematics, science, social studies, music, art and physical
education. Many schools include classes teaching basic computer skills.



After graduating from secondary schools a growing number of Americans go on to
higher education. American institutions of higher education include: technical training schools,
community colleges; colleges offering four-year bachelor degree programs; and universities
which contain one or more colleges and graduate schools offering master's or doctoral degree
programs. The factors determining an institution's prestige are the quality of the teaching
faculty; quality of research faculties; the number and competence of applicants for admission.

UK HOLIDAYS

The major holidays in Great Britain are New Year's Day. Good Friday, Easter Monday,
Labour Day (May1), Christmas Day, and Boxing Day. Public holidays are called Bank
Holidays, because on these days banks, most of the shops and offices are closed. The Bank
Holidays were appointed by the Act of Parliament in 1871.

Christmas is celebrated by everyone on December 25. It is the most important
festival of the year. On Christmas people usually stay with their families. On Christmas
Eve children hang stockings at the ends of their beds waiting for Father Christmas to fill
them with presents. Boxing Day, marked on December 26, is the day on which boxes of
presents are given to the people who have given service during a year. New Year is marked
in accordance with the family tradition and personal taste.

On Whit-Monday (the last Monday in May) and the first Monday in August all parks and
holiday-places are crowded. In London some people go to Hampton Court Palace, to the Tower
of London or to the Zoo.



But besides public holidays the British observe certain traditions on such days as
Pancake Day, Bonfire Night or Guy Fawkes Night, April Fool's Day, Mother's Day, which
unless they fall on Sunday are working days. Carnival-like celebrations were held in England on
Shrove Tuesday or Pancake Day. Feasts of pancakes and much drinking followed the contests;
one of them was all- over-town ball game. Today the only regularly observed custom is pancake
eating. The first of April, known as April Fool's Day, is the day of jokes. For three centuries
Mother's Day has been the day of family reunion. A typical British festival takes place on
November 5. On that day in 1605 Guy Fawkes tried to blow up MiE Houses of Parliament. He
failed in doing so, but ever since the children of Britain every year, on "Guy Fawkes Night"
make "guys" to bum on bonfires, and let off fireworks.

There are local festivals all through the year. Maypole, once a pagan spring festival, is
celebrated at the beginning of summer with garlands and flowers, dancing and games on the
village green. In autumn, people take vegetables and fruit to church for the Harvest Festival.
Once a year Lord Mayor of London puts on a show and rides through the streets in the golden
coach.

OLYMPIC GAMES

An athletic festival with competitions in music and poetry was held every four years
on the island of Peplos in Southern Greece. The period between the games was called an
Olympiad. The games were held in honour of Zeus, the principle god of the Greeks, who
according to the legend lived on Mount Olympus. The festival lasted five days and became
a symbol of peace friendship because in keeping with the decree of that time no wars
should be waged during an Olympiad. The athletes competed in running, boxing,
wrestling, horse and chariot racing and the like.

The winners were given laurel wreaths in the temple of Zeus. There is a record of
Champions dating from 776 B.C. The Olympic Games were so important in the life of the
Greeks that they reckoned time by them. The Olympic Games were held for nearly twelve
centuries and were abolished in 394 by Christian Emperor Theodosius | on the ground of their
pagan origin.

The Olympic Games were revived only at the end of 19-th century due to Baron Pierre
de Coubertin. In 1894 he addressed the International Congress of Athletes and pointed out the
importance of sports in peoples' life. The first modern Olympic Games were held in Athens in
1896 to signify the succession of the tradition. Since then the Games have been regularly held in
different countries of the world. The International Olympic Committee is responsible for the
programme, the number of the participants, the city-host for the Games.

Nowadays the Olympic Games have become a wonderful tradition which helps to bring
people closer together.

THE BEATLES

One of the most popular pop-groups is the ""Beatles™. The group consisted of four
members. Born in Liverpool, Paul McCartney. John Lennon, George Harrison, and Ringo
Starr, came to a working-class background. They all had worked in various rock groups
before they started performing together. The name the ""Beatles' was taken in 1960. They
were playing at Liverpool and Hamburg' clubs. It was the sign of their recognition for
popular musicians of the period.

Such songs as "Love Me Do," "She Loves You," and "I Want To Hold Your Hand"
made them the most popular rock group in England. Early in 1964 after the release of "She
Loves You," and "I Want To Hold Your Hand", records in the USA and their first U.S.
television "Beatlemania™ struck the country.

Such U.S. performers as Chuck Berry, Elvis Presley, and Bill Haley were inspired by the
music of the "Beatles". The "Beatles" long hair and tastes in dress were imitated throughout the
world. The group was at the top of popularity charts for several years. They won recognition
from the music industry in the form of awards for performances and songs. With a solid
financial basis they could experiment with new musical forms and arrangements. As a result a
variety of songs ranging from ballads such as "Yesterday" to complex rhythm tunes like
"Paperback Writer," from children's songs such as "Yellow Submarine" to songs of social
comment. Their public performances ended in 1966.

The territory of the United States of America stretches from the Atlantic seaboard,
across the central plains, over the Rocky Mountains to the densely populated west coast,
and then to the island state of Hawaii. America is a land of physical contrasts, including
the weather. The southern parts of Florida, Texas, California and the state of Hawaii have
warm temperatures all the year round. The northern states and Alaska have extremely
cold winters.

The United States is also a land of rivers and lakes. The northern state of Minnesota is
known as land of 10,000 lakes. The broad Mississippi River is the world's third river after the
Nile and the Amazon. A canal south of Chicago joins one of the tributaries of the Mississippi to
the five Great Lakes. American farmers plant spring wheat on the cold western plains. They
raise corn, wheat and fine beef cattle in the middle-west. Florida and California are famous for
their vegetables and fruit production, and the north-western states are known for apples, pears,
berries and vegetables. A wealth of minerals provides a solid base for American industry.

The United States of America was founded in 1776. The Constitution adopted in 1787,
for two centuries has been the fundamental law of the country. 26 amendments have been
introduced since then. The first 10 amendments are known as the Bill of Rights (1790). Today
the Constitution sets the basic forms of the US government. At present the population of the
USA is about two 239 million. The USA is called the "nation of immigrants”. The country was
settled, built and developed by generations of immigrants and their children.

Many different cultural traditions, ethnic sympathies, racial groups and religious
affiliations make up the people of the USA. There are many big cities in the USA, such as New
York, Chicago, Los Angeles, Philadelphia, Dallas, Boston, San Fran- cisco, etc. The nation's
capital Washington, with more than 3,4 million people it is the largest metropolitan area in the
country. Laid out by the French architect in the late eighteenth century, it was the world's first
city especially planned as a centre of government. The USA became the world leading country
at the beginning of the twentieth century.

Central St. Petersburg is divided by the Neva
River into four parts: the Admiralty Side, Vasilyevsky Island, the Petrograd Side, and the
Vyborg Side. The Admiralty Side is rich in museums, monuments, historical buildings and
squares.

The heart of St. Petersburg is Nevsky Prospect. There are a lot of palaces. churches,
stores, cafes, theatres and other places of interest such as the cathedral of the Peter-Paul
Fortress, the Summer Palace, the Winter Palace, the Smolny Convent, the Kazan and St. Isaac's
cathedrals, the Smolny Institute, the new Admiralty, and the Senate.

There are many important educational and scientific research centres in St. Petersburg.
Proud of its rich architecture that includes St. Petersburg is a city of culture. There are a lot of
theatres and concert halls there. They are the Mariinsky Theatre, the Mali, Gorky, Pushkin, and
Musical Comedy theatres. Famous museums include the State Russian Museum and the
Hermitage. In 1764 the Hermitage was founded by Catherine Il the Great as a court
museum. The Hermitage has rich collections of western European, Russian and Oriental
painting and pieces of art.
